LAUNCHING THE CARERS LIAISON GROUP

Camden Carers Centre holds meetings
four times a year. These meetings aim to
bring together Carers to hear about topics
— both local and national — that will be of
interest to Carers. In the past there have
been presentations and discussions on a
wide range of subjects including reviewing
Camden Carers Strategy, what to do in the
event of an emergency and how to survive
Christmas!

At one of the meetings in 2005 a request
was made that there should be a Carers
Liaison Group in the borough. A number of
Liaison Groups have been running for
some years in Camden eg. Mental Health,
Physical Disabilities and Sensory
Impairment. Carers have been able to
attend these Liaison Groups if they care for
a person who comes within the interest of
the Group. However, the view has been
voiced by Carers that Carers could benefit
from having a Liaison Group of their own.
A review of all the Liaison Groups took
place in 2005 and one of the
recommendations from that review was
that a Carers Liaison Group be set up.

It has now been agreed that two of the four
Camden Carers Centre meetings will now
be Carers Liaison Groups.

The Carers Liaison Group will be a meeting
between councillors and Carers and people
employed by Camden Council and or/heath
staff as appropriate. A core group of
councillors from the different parties will be
appointed to the Carers’ Liaison Group
though others may attend if they wish.

One councillor will chair the meeting.

The officers will vary depending on the
topic for discussion. The aim of the
meetings is to provide an opportunity for
members of the public to talk directly to
those councillors that have been elected to
serve them. To be effective the meetings
are fixed within the Council’s committee
cycle and officers and councillors are
required to respond to concerns and
gueries raised by those attending the
meeting. Reports of the meetings are
available to the public so it can be clear
that all is done by those who said they
would do it!!

The most important thing is that it provides
a regular meeting where the voice of
Carers will be heard.
